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INTRODUCTION

Purpose of the Plan

The purpose of the Groundwater Protection Plan (GPP) is to prevent or minimize the
accidental release of potentially hazardous pollutants to the groundwater. The GPP
established standard practices to be followed to attain this goal. The purpose of this plan
is to describe procedures implemented by the City of Paducah Engineering & Public
Works Departments to prevent discharges from occurring. The City of Paducah’s
Engineering and Public Works Department acknowledges its responsibility to the
environment and provides the resources necessary to fully implement this Plan.

This GPP has been prepared in accordance with 401 KAR 5:037.



Part 1: General Facility Information

1.1 Name and Location of Facility

The City of Paducah Biosolids Composting Facility is located south of the Ohio River on the dry
side of the flood levee. Below is the general information for the facility:

The Facility Diagram included in Appendix A shows the location and physical layout of the
facility of which includes the bagged leaf area, wood chips area, windrows, runoff trench, settling
basin, aboveground storage tank (AST) for fuel, and the compost yard.



1.2 Type of Facility

The City of Paducah owns and operates the Biosolids Composting Facility located at
1560 North 8" Street. The facility produces composted biosolids along with wood chips
that are sold to the public. The composted biosolids uses wastewater sludge produced
during wastewater treatment process from the Joint Sewer Agency (JSA). The
wastewater sludge is combined with a bulking agent of which includes wood chips, grass,
brush and leaves. These are blended together and placed in windrows to produce the
optimum environment for natural microbial breakdown and digestion.

Using the windrow composting method, the windrow’s internal temperature rises to a
temperature of 131 degrees Fahrenheit or higher and is maintained at that level for 15
consecutive days or longer. To assure even heating and proper oxygen content, the
windrow is turned five times during the 15 day period. This process assures the
destruction of all pathogens to safe levels and reduces offensive odors and the vector
attracting properties of the compost.

Before composted biolsolids are distributed, the finished compost is tested for metal
concentrations and pathogen removal that meet stringent state and federal regulations.
Quality control at the compost facility is directed by rigid state and federal regulations
and the commitment by the City of Paducah to produce a quality product. The compost
can be used as a soil amendment for flower pots, flower beds, roses, blooming bulbs,
vegetables, starting a lawn, maintaining a lawn, gardens, berries, ornamental shrubs and
around trees.

1.3 Statement of GPP Policy

The City of Paducah is committed to the prevention of uncontrolled discharges to the
groundwater and the environment. This will be achieved through regular reviews,
updates, and implementation of this GPP for the Biosolids Composting Facility.

1.4 Location of GPP

A complete copy of this GPP is on file at the facility, located at Engineering and Public
Works office on the second floor of City Hall and also available electronically. The
compost yard operation hours are Monday through Saturday 7:00 AM to 3:00 PM.

1.5 Plan Review

The Storm Water & Drainage Engineer will review the GPP annually and evaluate the
Plan for any change in facility design, construction, operation, or maintenance that affects
the facility’s potential for a discharge, including, but not limited to:

¢ commissioning or decommissioning of containers

e reconstruction, replacement, or installation of drainage facilities
e construction or demolition that might alter surface runoff flow

e changes of product or service; or revision of standard operation or maintenance

procedures at a facility

The City of Paducah must make the needed revisions to the GPP as soon as possible, but
no later than six months after the change occurs. The Plan must be implemented as soon
as possible, but no later than six months from the date of the amendment. The Storm
Water & Drainage Engineer is responsible for making revisions to the GPP.

1.5.1 Record of Plan Reviews

Scheduled reviews and Plan evaluations are recorded in Table 1-1. This table must be
updated every time there is a scheduled review, even if no amendments are made.

Part 2: Regulated Activities and Associated
Groundwater Protection Practices

2.1 Bulk Storage/Handling of Raw Materials and Substances Held for
Recycling

a. Solid Waste

The compost facility is available for citizens to provide free drop off of composting
material of which include grass clippings, leaves, trees, and brush. There are separate
areas within the compost yard that these waste are placed before they are introduced into
the process (i.e. bagged leaf area, wood chip area, brush pile). These solid waste streams
are recycled and used in the biosolid composting process.

b. Special Waste

Special waste generated include the biosolid compost product of which is a combination

of wastewater sludge mixed with a bulking agent of wood chips, grass, leaves, and brush.
The biosolids compost is formed into windrows and is kept on the concrete pad of which
prevents any infiltration into the groundwater. There are typically five to eight windrows
under process at a time.

c. Diesel Storage
Diesel is stored in an above ground storage tank with a capacity of 500 gallons. The
storage container is a double walled steel tank. The tank is located adjacent to the sludge

pit.

2.2 Impoundment in Surface Impoundments

a. Settling Basin

A settling basin located on the northwest corner of the property catches any surface
runoff that is not conveyed in the concrete runoff trench. The pond outlets into the waste
water treatment plant process and is discharged via KPDES permitted discharge. This

basin is underlain by naturally occurring clays.



Part 3: Practices Selected to Protect Groundwater from
Pollution

3.1 Bulk Storage/Handling of Raw Materials and Substances Held for
Recycling

a. Solid Waste

Solid wastes are stored in staging areas before they are introduced to the biosolids
composting process. The runoff from these areas drains to a concrete runoff trench on
the east side of the property and to the settling basin at the northwest corner of the
property. The trench and settling basin return to the wastewater treatment plant where it
undergoes treatment before it is discharge via KPDES permitted discharge into the Ohio
River. Due to the nature of the waste and short duration of storage on site, these
materials are not a threat to groundwater.

b. Special Waste

The biosolids compost is formed into windrows and is kept on the concrete pad of which
prevents any infiltration into the groundwater. There are typically five to eight windrows
under process at a time. Runoff from the windrows is directed to the concrete drainage
trench that runs from south to north capturing all of the runoff from the windrows. The
trench returns to the wastewater treatment plant where it undergoes treatment before it is
discharge via KPDES permitted discharge into the Ohio River. The finished biosolids
compost product is placed in the compost yard and is sold to the public. The pamphlet
shown in Appendix D is given to those who purchase the compost product. The
pamphlet directs the purchaser of the proper application guidelines for the compost. The
pamphlet states: “Composted biosolids can be applied to home yards, gardens, flower
beds, golf courses, public lands, agriculture or forest lands, pasture and grazing lands.
Composted biosolids, chemical fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides should not be
applied near surface of groundwater, well heads, sinkholes, or on land with excessive
slopes such that the compost could be carried off-site during rain events.”

c. Fuel Storage
Release from this tank would be contained in the double wall steel tank and would not be
a threat to the groundwater.

3.2 Impoundment in Surface Impoundments

a. Settling Basin

A settling basin located on the northwest corner of the property catches any surface
runoff that is not conveyed in the concrete runoff trench. The pond outlets into the waste
water treatment plant process and is discharged via KPDES permitted discharge. This
basin is underlain by naturally occurring clays. Therefore, there is little impact to
groundwater infiltration at this location.



3.3 Industrial Transfer
Industrial transfer of materials takes place as follow:

a. Mobile Equipment Fuel Storage

This tank is filled from bulk trucks. An accidental spill during the transfer of fuel would
ultimately end up in the wastewater treatment process and would not be a threat to the
groundwater.



Part 4: Implementation, Training, Inspections, and
Certification

4.1 Implementation Schedule

The practices outlined in this Plan are standard practices and are currently implemented.
4.2 Training

All compost yard employees receive training on the Groundwater Protection Plan. This

training is presented annually and covers prevention of accidental releases, good
housekeeping practices, general safety guidelines, and notification procedures.

4.3 Inspections

All facilities covered in this plan are inspected at least annually, if not on a daily by
visual inspection. The records are kept for a minimum of six (6) years.

4.4 Certification

I, Eric Hickman, Storm Water & Drainage Engineer, certify that this Groundwater
Protection Plan complies with the requirements set forth in 401 KAR 5:037. I have read
the terms of this plan and will implement its provisions.
